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Seeing gifts in the midst of loss

hree years ago this month, Hurricane Katrina caused the largest natural disaster
in the history of the United States. Dr. Brian Bertucci was and still is the coro-
ner of St. Bernard Parish, just outside New Orleans. His heroic efforts have been
cited by a number of Catholic and secular organizations. Bertucci attended to
bo e living and the
dead, and personal losses
at his home.

“People ask what it
was like, and I tell them it
was like when you go out
to start your lawnmower,
but it doesn’t start; and
somebody stole your
automobile; and your
house burned down; your
business went bankrupt;
and all your friends and
family died or moved
away. Not a single aspect
of life was left intact,” he said.

“People ask, ‘How could you stand to lose all those things?’ and I say how blessed I was
to have things in the first place to lose. Everything you have in life — possessions, friends
or family — is a gift from God. We have these gifts only temporarily. God will take them
back. In Katrina, God took back everything on the same day.”

What sustained the doctor in the face of such profound adversity? “Little things — like
the joy of getting a toothbrush and toothpaste again,” he said. “In my yard, all the trees
were dead; the grass was all brown, but there was this little runt of a sunflower growing up
— bright yellow and green. To me the sunflower was a gift, so you focus on the flower. God
always seemed to give us a gift when we most needed it.”

Most physicians left the area, but Bertucci remains, committed to building a hospital
and restoring medical care in St. Bernard Parish.

A graduate of Jesuit High School in New Orleans, Bertucci, at one time, aspired to be a
Jesuit. He prescribes spiritual healing along with ministering to bodily health. “I like to give
prayer cards to patients,” he said. “I think maybe I've touched as many lives as a doctor as [
would have as a priest.”

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Oldest U.S. cathedral

Despite a reputation for voodoo and
Mardi Gras merrymaking, New Orleans is
home to a strong and long-standing
Catholic iden-
tity. The city's
Cathedral of
St. Louis, King
of France — a
minor basilica
established as
a parish in
1720 — is the
oldest Catholic
cathedral in
the U.S.

The fleur
de lis long has
been a symbol
of New Orleans, linking the city to French
royalty and providing for Catholics a
symbol of Mary. Interestingly, the
Louisiana flag depicts a pelican, which
since ancient times has served as a sym-
bol of the Catholic Church. The pelican,
often depicted in Church art and archi-
tecture — especially in association with
tabernacles — represents Holy Mother
Church because the bird has a reputation
for self-sacrifice, connected to the leg-
end that it is willing to wound itself to
feed blood to her young. <

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Noah and the flood

The St. Bernard Project, a
nonprofit, began in 2006 to
help families rebuild their

homes destroyed by Hurricane
Katrina in 2005. After the hur-
ricane, 100 percent of houses
in the county were deemed
uninhabitable. After decades
of paying premiums, 75 per-
cent of families in the parish
no longer had flood insurance
when the hurricane hit, since
insurance companies had
declared the area outside the
floodplain. About $10,000 of
raised and donated money and
8-12 weeks of volunteer labor
will rebuild a home that has
been gutted to the studs. More
than 100 homes have been
successfully completed.
